Honors English 9 Classroom Expectations

Welcome to Waynesville High School!  
Students taking College Prep English 9 are exposed to a curriculum centered on grammar/mechanics, literature (complimentary elements), vocabulary, and the four types of writing: personal narrative, fictional narrative, literary analysis and research.  Course work is aligned with department and state standards, and instruction is structured according to Bloom’s taxonomy.  

Literature is the driving force of College Prep English 9; however no single textbook will be used.  Literary elements, vocabulary and writing assignments will be derived from a variety of literature sources and/or student responses to literature.  (See reading list for titles covered in ninth grade English)

Ways to be Successful in Class:

Preparedness.  Always come to class prepared with the following materials:

· Three-ring (1 ½-2 inch) binder with a folder, 6 dividers, and college-ruled paper.  The binder will serve as both your textbook (with short stories and poems supplied/offered via pdf. onine), vocabulary book and notebook this year.  You must bring this every day along with pens, pencils, and multicolored highlighters/markers.  Class supplies are due on Monday 8/29/2011.    

· A Vocabulary book and WRITERS INC book will be handed out on the first day of class (and are included in school fees)
· Daily homework assignments posted on the classroom overhead and online.
· Novels as they are assigned throughout the year: (I will announce when each book must be purchased through our school bookstore several weeks before it is due, note the cost, and post this information on my website).
· Independent Novels EVERY DAY!!

Tardiness.  Do not be late.  Please be in your seat with your materials for class when the bell rings.  There will be no trips made to your locker, so remember to bring all supplies to class!

Quizzes and Tests.  To discourage absences on test days, make up tests will be more difficult than in-class tests.
Homework.   All assignments will be posted online.   If you are absent due to illness, it is your responsibility to get assignments and notes from the instructor or another reliable student and to complete missed work promptly.  Late work (without an excused absence) will be subject to a 50% penalty if it is turned in by the end of the week (IT IS BETTER TO DO THIS THAN TO TAKE A ZERO!!!)

1.  The English Department and selected upperclassmen staff the Writing Center in the media center every period of the day.  This center is an excellent way to receive extra help on your writing.  To utilize the writing center, you may ask for a pass during study hall or during ETEH.
*I am available for extra help.  Please set an appointment with me before or after school if you would like to further review a paper, test, or classroom assignment.

· Submitting Essays.  Papers must be submitted via Googlepages and should be correctly formatted using MLA guidelines (you will receive further instructions on how to access and utilize Googlepages with the appropriate login information at a later date).
· Due Dates.  Meet deadlines for major projects, papers, and assignments.  
· Maintain academic integrity and honesty.  Plagiarism will not be tolerated nor will cheating on homework, tests and quizzes.
· Communicate with your peers and teachers respectfully.  

· School policies. Abide by school rules and regulations as outlined in the handbook.
